How do I confirm that | have graduated?

Alberta Education will send you an official diploma. If you have not received your official diploma in the mail contact your previous school
or access myPass, https:/public.education.alberta.ca/PASI/mypass/welcome. myPass provides you access to your Detailed Academic
Report (DAR). If your DAR does not indicate you have met your graduation requirements, you require additional courses.
